GENERAL INFORMATION: TritoN™ with NitroPatch is a dual action 
nitrification and urease inhibitor is designed to protect urea and ammoni-
um based fertilizers from leaching and nitrification, slowing the 
conversion of ammonium ion to nitrogen.

This product is recommended for surface, shallow placed, fertigated, 
incorporated, bnaded, drip or microsprinkler applications of urea or 
ammonium based fertilizers during pre-plant, pre-emergent, side-dress, 
top-dress or other post-planting applications. TritoN™ with NitroPatch 
slows the conversion of urea to ammonia, keeping more nitrogen in the 
root zone.
